Effective schools research also
shows positive outcomes for student learning in
collaborative schools. Programs in Alpine School
District have validated the power of collaborative
Professional Learning Communities. We are excited
to use the time during collaboration to focus on four
essential questions:
1) What do we expect students to learn?
2) How will we know what students have learned?
3) How will we respond to students who aren’t learning?
4) What will we do with students who already know?
Collaboration time is about sharing ideas,
experiences, common assessments, strategies,
lesson plans, and working together to solve learning
issues. As aresult, students benefit.
